Grants from the French Embassy: Internships 7

 Conditions to apply:

- Aimed at PhD students or post-docs

- Scientific project with a French researcher at University, research center or 

University hospital

- Necessary to define a clear objective of the stay: learn new techniques, use of 

equipment, access to special resources (bibliographical)…

 This grant is open to non-French speakers. In this case, the French researcher needs 

mentions in his invitation letter that the French university agrees for the internship to be 

performed in English. The application can also be submitted in English. Same goes for 

the project presentation.

 Calendar: 

- Deadline for submitting applications: mid-March 

- Oral presentation: Beginning of April 

- Results: By May
