Interna Medicine

1. Lectures:

Prof. Jiří Horák: Friday 12.30 – 14.00 Lecture Hall, 1st Dept. of Internal Medicine

Students must sign for the course in electronical system of the faculty. Time schedule will be presented on notice boards of the clinics. Presence is voluntary.

Student may also attend „Internal lectures“ given twice a month (Thursday, 8-9.00)  in  the Syllaba´s Hall which cover the most important themes of Internal medicine and are the part of postgradual trainning of the young doctors of FNKV (schedule on noticeboard next door). The students are also invited to visit the seminars of the faculty working groups such as Metabolic group of the 2nd  Dep Int Med.  The schedules of those seminars are placed on the faculty web or on relevant clinic noticeboards.

2. Clinical (practical) courses:

The aim of the courses is the contact with the patients in clinical departments including physical examination and differential diagnosis in presence experienced teachers. Courses will run in 1st, 2nd, 3rd Dept. of Internal Medicine Faculty Hospital Královské Vinohrady, in Homolka, Na Frantisku  and IKEM Hospitals. 

Students must bring white couts, name labels, galoshs and must be innoculates against Hepatitis B.

2 courses (each of 10 appointment) per year are obligatory for each student. Students must sign for the course in electronical system of the faculty.

Obligations:

Student must attend: 80% of practical courses (10 appointments).Presence of all the courses will be confirmed (signature) by appropriate teacher in this document. Confirmation of fulfilment will be given by a clinical course teacher prior  examination.

Examination:

Exam will consist of:

a.Multiple choice test

b.Oral examination (question are to be find on  the faculty web

Dates: every Tuesday during the period of examination. During holidays only after written application. The early terms will be known in the beginning of May 2010.

Sign in: Eletronical signing in the faculty sytem 

Canceling: personally or by mail at least 1 week before the date.

Students can be examinated only with confirmation of fulfilment of all the obligations mentioned above.

The students spending the 5th year at any medical faculty abroad shoud go through similar courses as mentioned above ( Lectures + 2 practical courses ( 10 session each). The examination passed due to rules of the hosting faculty can be accepted by 3rd LF, but all arrangements should be discussed with the study departement in advance.

Clinical Biochemistry

The training in clinical biochemistry  consist of 5 monothematic blocks. Theme I and II are  in winter semester and  themes III, IV and V in summer semester. 

For credit a presence at all 4 monothematic courses is necessary.  With respect to duration of one-theme training (5 weeks) and to technical part of practical exercises no supplementary terms will be given. 
The test Repetitorium of  minimum knowledge will be given each instructional day at the end of the practical exercises including  questions from biochemistry and pathobiochemistry   concerning each theme. These tests will be corrected  immediately at the same day and the questionable answers will be discussed with students. These tests Repetitorium of  minimum will be  not classified and it is intended  to  show the students their knowledge.
The whole course will be closed by passing the final multiple-choice test, which is necessary for credit and it will contain questions from seminars, practical exercises, case reports and from the Repetitorium of minimum knowledge eg. from biochemistry and pathobiochemistry themes concerning clinical biochemistry training. The Final test will be  consist of 50 questions. Results where 37 or more points were obtained (74%), are successful. Success in final test is necessary to get the credit. In the case of falling the test the student can repeat it two times only, Terms for passing the final test will be given according the possibilities  of the Department of Biochemistry and Pathobiochemistry after the end of Course of clinical biochemistry. The students are recommended to pass all 5 themes, because of none any propriate English textbook. There is a possibility to attend the missing theme/ themes in next school year. Based on the dean’s directive No. 22/2003 ( Vita nostra servis 36/2005), the students of f the fourth year can not  write the final test and get the credit from the  Course  of clinical Biochemistry if they don‘t pass the exam from Module II.C ( Basic clinical Problems).

Surgery

To see personally the work of a surgeon in the surgical emergency. It is a part of the Module of Surgery taught in the fifth year of the study. Students will take a part in the surgical emergency during weekends, every time after a deal made with the teacher. Moreover, students can participate in acute operations performed at this time

Weekend stay in surgical emergency is possible for maximally 2 students. Students can participate in work on emergency as well as in acute operations performed at this time.

To get the credit: fulfill one-week stay in the emergency of the department of surgery (100% participation necessary) during the whole academic year.

The terms of weekend surgical practice for summer and winter semester are determined individually. You can sign up for these terms by the secretary of the Dpt. of Surgery.
