Dear Barbora,

I hope you’re well, we’re very happy to be welcoming Charles students to our campus again
this summer. | was hoping you may be able to assist with the below, our Faculty of Science,
Engineering and Medicine is looking to establish an Alliance for Artificial Intelligence in
Education, and we are reaching out to partners to see if this may be of interest and whether
your university would consider becoming a member.

The Alliance for Al in Education (AIEd) is an open, non-profit, unofficial international
university alliance voluntarily formed by universities to advance collaboration and innovation
in Al education. Artificial intelligence is rapidly transforming the global education landscape,
creating both significant opportunities and complex challenges, and as key drivers of social
progress, higher education institutions play a vital role in advancing the deep integration of Al
and education.

The alliance will provide a professional platform for international exchanges and cooperation
between universities, research institutions, and industry in the field of artificial intelligence.

The core purpose of this alliance is to:
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(1) Promote the innovation and development of Al-enabled education.
(2) Strengthen cooperation and academic exchanges among alliance members.

(3) Promote the collaborative development of Al-related courses and the joint cultivation of
talent.

(4) Strengthen the professional development and capacity building of educators and
researchers.

(5) Enhance the competitiveness and global impact of alliance members in Al education.

(6) Promote the integration of industry, academia, and research, facilitating the application of
Al technologies in education and accelerating the translation of scientific and technological
advances into teaching practice and industrial innovation.

The intention is to start in a light touch, exploratory way rather than with a heavy commitment
upfront. In the initial phase, we are looking for interested partners who would be willing to:

» Nominate one or two academic representatives with expertise in Al / Al-enabled education.

* Participate in occasional online meetings or discussions to explore shared interests and
priorities.

« Contribute ideas to help shape the scope, focus and possible governance of the alliance (e.g.
through an informal steering or working group).

+ Join activities such as student and staff exchanges among members, summer programmes in
Al and related topics, research collaboration.

There would be no immediate obligations in terms of formal committee membership, funding,
or signed commitments at this point. The aim at this stage is to test interest, co-develop a
shared vision, and only then consider whether and how to formalise things (e.g. a charter with
founding members). We would be keen to engage academics in relevant areas (Al, computer
science, education, digital learning, etc.), possibly alongside colleagues with responsibility for
education or international collaboration, depending on the partner’s structure.

Please can you share the above information with the relevant faculties at your university to
see if it may be of interest. If people would like to find out more then they are free to reach
out to me or Prof Zhengguo Sheng (copied) and we’d be happy to provide more information
and discuss ways in which they could contribute, and please do let us know if you have any
questions yourself before sharing more widely.
